From the M1, Junction 21:
Following signs to the Outer Ring, Leicester South and East 
A563. Continue along Soar Valley Way to Pork Pie roundabout 
and take the fi fth exit. Follow the signs towards South Wigston 
B5366. Continue along Saffron Road for just over one mile to 
the light controlled junction. Turn left at the T-junction and 
continue through the set of lights. Take the second right onto 
Canal Street, heading down the side of the South Wigston 
Campus and turn left into the college Car Park. 

If you are studying for over 12.5 hours per week and live 
more than 3 miles from our South Wigston Campus, 
you might be able to get subsidised transport. Check the 
map to see which scheme you may be eligible for: 

Our South Wigston Campus is served by 
the South Wigston Train Station.

From the train station, leave the platform via the tow path 
and turn right onto the bridge. Cross over the bridge and 
continue forward into the residential area. Turn left onto 
Kirkdale Road and follow the road onto Station Street. 

Continue along Station Street before arriving at the South 
Wigston Campus straight ahead. Cross over the road via 
the crossing to the left and enter the building via the main 
entrance automatic doors, beneath the SLC Learning Tree. 

If you are in school you should apply by 
the LeCAP process at your school.
